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Just 25 days remain until one of the
biggest music events hits Kota Kinabalu
this year, a timely festival that coincides
with the celebration of the new year.
Stompin’ Sabah 2009, presented by
Xpax, brings an exciting lineup of hot
acts from around Asia to perform in a
pulse-pounding concert.
