BOUGAINVILLEAS are common flowering plants found in Sabah. It is found
planted in compounds of private homes as well as hotel parks. It is also used
for landscapes in public gardens as well as the road sides.

Bougainvilleas sports various colours and hues. They range from bright
red to faded watery pink. There are also white, yellow and pink bougainvil-
leas.

Bougainvilleas are actually foreign, they are not native to Sabah, it is a
genus of plants native to South America. They can be found in Brazil, Peru
and Argentina

It is believed that the flower was named for Louis Antoine de Bougainville,
an admiral in the French Navy who discovered the plant in Brazil in 1768.

Bougainvilleas are generally with thorny and they can grow up to more
than ten feet tall.

This plant is evergreen especially in tropical climate and it flowers all the year round.
Bougainvillea are rapid growing and flower all year in warm climates, especially when pinched
or pruned. J Be n” ; .

Although the flowers are attractive and colourful, they are generally scentless but worms
and aphids still like the plant. Some larvae use them as food plant.

Species of bougainvillea have been adopted as official flowers several counties. This include
Lienchiang and Pingtung in Taiwan, Ipoh in Malaysia and of the cities of Tagbilaran, Philippines.
