Other choices of main dishes include the fish and chips,
grilled fish fillet, lamb chop and salmon steak. For
those who prefer eating something light for a meal,
go for one of the outlet’s five types of sandwich-
es. Try the Puccia Al Tonno, sandwich served
with fresh lettuce, tomatoes, and tuna fish
with thousand island Sauce, or the Puc-
cia Tollo; a type served with fresh let-
tuce, tomatoes, sautéed mushroom,
artichoke hearts, marinated chicken
and cheese with Thousand island
Sauce.

There is also the Puccia Pro-
sciutto which has fresh lettuce,
tomatoes and smoked turkey ham
with Thousand island Sauce, the
Puccia Salami with fresh lettuce,
tomatoes, baked salami and fresh onion rings with Thousand island Sauce and the Puccia Salmone
which is served with smoked salmon with lettuce, onion rings and sauce.

The vast selection of food offered in Pizza Ria is truly amazing and you just have to be there to
